Case History – S.M.
As a child I had fillings in most of my teeth, perhaps due to medication taken when I lived in Africa.  As a young adult I lost several teeth to abscesses, a problem that has continued all my adult life.  I have had 3 extended periods (5 years approximately each time) of attending Birmingham Dental Hospital.  I have only one tooth that has never been filled.  All fillings, apart from 8 front teeth were of amalgam.  Several of these fillings have been replaced more than once.

At eighteen, I started work at a dental surgery.  When I became pregnant my duties remained the same, apart from not being present when X-rays were taken.  This was in 1968 when no masks or gloves were worn when procedures were carried out.  These included assisting with fillings, removal and replacement, mixing of amalgam and recovery of the old amalgam from the waste!  
I was informed that my baby had died 2 weeks before birth, at 41 weeks.  I was induced over 3 days and after the birth, the midwife remarked on the size and weight of the placenta, and the length of the umbilical cord.  I was given no explanation of why my baby daughter died.  I was too shocked to try to find out. 
I became ill with symptoms related to underactive thyroid.  (I have now been taking thyroxine for 30+ years without any improvement in the original symptoms.)  I was also diagnosed with osteoarthritis (at 19) and treated for this until I was 47, when the diagnosis was changed to fibromyalgia.  Whatever the diagnosis, the pain has been constant but as I get older, more parts of me are affected.
When my second child was born, after a 3 day labour following induction, immediately after the delivery, I had emergency 4 hour surgery because of a retained placenta and huge blood loss.  My son has experienced difficulties, which I now wonder may have been caused through me, such as hearing, balance, dyslexia, sleeping.
I also seem to have been plagued by cysts – ovarian, necessitating an emergency operation to remove one ovary, and thyroid, where I had cysts drained.   I experienced 2 ectopic pregnancies before having my daughter, but was unable to feed her due to a succession of breast abscesses. I also had 2 miscarriages between my son and my daughter.
Other symptoms that have been a nuisance through my life appear on the list of Mercury Toxicity symptoms which now seems to make sense.
