Quick overview

I am a Scot from Edinburgh living in Norway (born 1.4.53) for the last 32 years

Married to B---- E-----, 2m tall, blond and rather handsome Norwegian, BSc. Computer Science 1975 Heriot Watt Univ.

B. E. died in 1986.

Has a certificate from Uddevalla Hospital Sweden with the diagnosis "Metall-syndrom"

He had the lowest level of Selenium measured at that hospital that year.

Selenium is depleted when there is metal present.  

Lack of Selenium in the body gives heart problems (Selenium is added to animal fodder). 

 

B's mouth was filled with amalgam fillings - from an early age the school dentist filled his teeth with preventive fillings.

At 18yrs his dentist gave him 7 large gold crowns and later a aluminium crown – all on top of the molar amalgam fillings.

From that age he suffered from metal taste in his mouth, bouts of irregular heart beat,

In his early 30's constant sore throat, later kidney problems

He never connected the constant health problems to his teeth until he watched a Swedish TV program

about an opera singer - Gunnar Wiklund who described his health problems in connection with oral galvanism.

B. saw a connection between his symptoms and those he described.

As a logical thinking man, accustomed to finding the source of problems, he was sure he had found the source of his health problems.

He spent a year removing his fillings - suffering dreadfully every time fillings were removed, especially 2-3 days afterwards.

His health improved the following year and he began to play his high standard of squash again. 
He was so much happier and with more energy - but still had periods with an irregular heart beat. 

His uncle - a heart specialist - told him it was just stress.

He died 1986 - his father who was with him at the time tried to give him mouth to mouth re.

Cause of death - a worn out Sinus Knuten (Node).

Most unusual in such a young person.

 

May God be my witness as I write this.

B's bad health was undoubtedly caused by the metals in his mouth.

I was asked to write a chapter in a book called "With Amalgam in the teeth" (Med Amalgam i Tennene)

B.  had recorded every doctor's visit - and discussions with other medical personnel.

It was easy for me  to use "his words" and put it all down in chronical order.

The Periodic Table shows clearly that when you put a pure metal and less pure metal together in the presence of an electrolyte
there will be corrosion. 

My husband had to pull a crown out of his own mouth because of the pain. Underneath was spongy amalgam mess!
